HER Majesty the Queen of the United King-
dom of Great Britain and Ireland, and His
Majesty the Emperor of the French, having
judgedit expedient to come to an understanding
in order to define, within theirrespectivedominions
and possessions, the position of commercial, indus-
trial, and financial companies aud associations
constituted and authorized in conformity with the
laws in force in either of the two countries, have
resolved to conclude a Convention for that pur-
pose, and have named as their Plenipotentiaries,
that is to say:

Her Majesty the Queen of the United King-
dom of Great Britain and Ireland, the Right
Honourable Henry Richard Charles Earl Cowley,
Her Majesty's Ambassador Extraordinary and
Plenipotentiary to the Emperor of the French ;

Aud His Majesty the Kmperor of the French,
M. Edouard Antoine Thouvenel, Senator, His
Minister and Secretary of State for the Depart-
ment for Foreign Affairs ;

Who, after having communicated to each other
their respective full powers, found in good and
due form, have agreed uj on and concluded the
following Articles:—

ARTICLE I.

The Hi^h Contracting Parties declare that
they mutually grant to all companies and other
Associations, commercial, industrial, or financial,
constituted and authorized in conformity with the
laws in force in either of the two countries, the
power of exercising all their rights, and of appear-
ing before the Tribunals, whether for the purpose
of bringing an action, or for defending the same,
throughout the dominions and possessions of the
other Power, subject to the sole condition of con-
forming to the laws of such dominions and pos-
