At this memorable mecting, in the fifth  vear of the war, we give thanks fer
deliverance from the worst perils which have menaced us in the conrse of this lone and
terrible strugele against tyranny.  Thoeueh hard and bitter baltles lie aliead, we now
see hefore us, in the ever-growing micht ol the Torees of the United Nations, and in the
deleats already inflicted on the foe by Tand, by sea and i the aivs the sure presage of our
futnree vietory,

To all our Armed Forces who in wany Tands are preserving oure liberties with theiv
lives, and fo the peoples of all owr countries whose cfforts, Tortitude, and convietion have
sustained the strugele, we express our admiration and oratitude.  We honowr the FTamaons
deeds ol the Forees of the United States and ol Soviet Russia, and pay oowe tribute 1o the
fighting tenacity ol the many states and nations joined with us. We remember, indeed.
the prolonged, stubborn resistance ol (hina, the first (o be attacked by the authors of
world-aggression, and we rejoiee in the unguenchable spivit of our comrades in every
conmtry still in the erip of the enemy.  We shall not tioen from the confliet (il they are
restored to freedom.  Not one who marehes with s shadl he abandoned.

We have examined the part. which the British Fipive and Commonwealth ol Nations
should hear against CGermany and Japan in harmony with onre Allies. We are in cordial
agrcement with the eencral plans which lave heen Laid hefore nss As i the davs when
woeo stood all alone against Germany, we affirm o intexible and unwenrving 1esolve (o
continue in the gencral war with the utmost of aur strength ool the defeat and downlall
of our cruel, harbarous foes has been aceomplished.  We shall Bold hack nothing to reach
the goal and hring to the speediest end the agony ol mankind.

We have also examined together the principles which determine our Torcign policies,
and their application to current problems, Tereo foo, we e i complete agreement,

We are unitedly resolved to continue, shoulder to shoulder with auwre AHies, all neediul
exertions whieh will atd our Fleets, Armies, and A Forees durine the war and therealter
to make sure of an enduring peace. We trust and pray that the vietory, whieh will
cortainly he wono will carry with it a sense of hope and Dreedom foe all the world, T s
our aim that, when the storms and passions of war have passed away. all conntries now
overrun by the enemy shall be free to decide Tor themselves their Tutnree form of demoeratice
