
control an aeroplane in flight without

a license, provided that a pupil may

have control within such restricted

areas as may be prescribed for the

school.

Power is taken to prohibit flying
over areas defined by Order-in-Coun-

oil or the landing of an aeroplane on

other than a defined landing place,

except under stress of circumstances.

The most interesting feature of the

Bill is the provision of prohibited
areas, which will probably include

cities, and, of course, defensive works.
