January 2, 1919,

The first great social event in Lon-
don since the armistice was signed
was the “Victory” ball at the Albert
Hall. It was a most brilliant spec-
tacle, and was promoted to start a
£500,000 scheme for the National Col-
lege of Nursing. A feature of the
decorations were hundreds of white
doves symbolising peace, amidst a
great display of Allied flags of in-
finite variety. There were gorgeous
fancy and poudre costumes inter-
spersed with large numbers of naval
and military uniforms. Massed string
bands and the Guards Band supplied
the music.
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A pot of rose cold cream and a
bottle of almond cream are simple
toilet accessories on which the
beauty-seeker may rely as very use-
ful for softening and whitening the
skin.
