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plots. As might be expected, however, on this soil, which is very sour,

the ground-rock phosphate used without lime has increased the yield,
in this case by 52 per cent. Ephos with lime has not increased the

yield, while Ephos alone (if experimental error is allowed for) has given
somewhere about the same return as Nauru ground rock. On sweeter

and drier soil Ephos would probably have acted much more quickly
than rock phosphate used alone.

Since the rainfall and its distribution have such an important
influence .upon the growth of pasture-plants, the following record,
kindly supplied by the Director of the Dominion Meteorological Office,
is of interest : , '
