MessrsHallenstein Brosunder the management of Mr Anderson apartner in the wholesaleand factory branch,started the New Zealand Clothing Factoryabout two and a-batf years ago. They com-menced on a comparatively small scale " atpresent, they employ between 200 and 300hands. They havehad to overcome manydifficulties andmuch prejudice,butnow theirgooda.aawill beseen fiom theships'manifests,are beingsent toail parts ofNew Zealand. InDunedin onlythey have found persistentop-position onthe partof the largerhouses whoare gluttingthismarket withimportedgoodsaud,no doubt, theretailers finditto theirad-vantage to push these in preference to local
manufactures. The proprietors of the New
Zealand ClothingFactoiyhave,therefore, veryjudiciously decided to introduce their manu-factures uirect to the largeconsumingpopula-
tion ofDunedin:and,inorder todo so effec-tively, theyhave determined to sell a siuglo
garmentat the wholesale price. The sellingpriceisto be marked inplain figures oneveryarticle,from whichnoabatement will bemade.Thebusiness is to beconducted strictly onthocash principle, anaallgoods must be paid foroudelivery,butanyarticle notfound suitablomay be exchanged,or the inonejreturned. Aawillbe seen from the garments presented bythe New Zealand Clothing Factory in aid ofthe BenevolentAsylum,andnow exhibitedinthis building,they are superior in style andquality,and ata proportionately lower pricethan anything that can be imported. Butiirespectiveot all theseadvantages,it is to theinterest of everyone to support an industiywhich employs local labour, and is a directbenefit to thebutcher, baker, farmer, mecha-nic,shopkeeper, merchant, and to allsectionsolthe community.
