When walkinginto town on Friday morn-
ingImet Mr.Roughton, boot and shoe manu-
facturer, Blain Koad, South Dunedin, and
after complimentary greetings, he enquired
howIfound business, to which Imade the
usual stereotypedreply that the veryname of
business in these depressed times was only a
sham, adelusion,and a snare,andas a matter
of fact there wasnoneat all, whenhe replied,"Come in here,"nointing tohis manufactory,"

andIwill show you how the depression,as
you call it,affects me." We walked in,and
found ten girlsasbusy asbees,someat sewing '
machines, stitching the uppers of boots of ,
every kind, t-hape,and size, and others at dif-,
ferentkinds of work. From there we went
into another room, where a half-dozen young
menand kds were also busily engagedatdif-1

ferent jarts of boots : from thence into an-1other, then into a fourth, thence outside intoj
ashop where one"' gany" wereat it,and then|
into another shop where anotherbatchof busy!
hands were toiliug away. Mr, Roughton in- j
formedme that besidesthosetha'Isaw at work
he has fully 20 more working at their own
homes, and that he finds constant employ-
ment tonearly 70 hands all the year round.
On ray asking him how be managed to keep
always busy when other factories had their
seasons of slackness, and work short hours,
his reply was that he wasa thoroughly practi-
cal workman himself, that he personally
superintendedthe whole business,made ithis
sole endeavour to supply a first-rate article at
such amoderate price, and of such a superior
quality, that they advertised themselves, and
kept his expenses down to a minimum.
Every oneon thepremiseshadbis workbefore
him. There were nodrones or idlers there,
nor would they be tolerated. Of course the
newest and best of machinery for cutting
and rolling the leather is utilised,andevery-
thing in the whole establishment seemed tome to be inapple-pie order, Casual passers-by would never imagine, lookingat theplain,
unpretentious shop, that there was such ahive
of industry within its walls. If, however,
they would step inside and enquire for the
courteous principal,Iam certain he would
with pleasure show them over the wholeof i
the premises, and explain to them all the
mysteries of the art of boot and shoe manu-
facturing, as carried on in these latter days

'
of ours. Ihave mentioned before that Mr.
Roughton said hekept his expensesdown to
the lowest minimum. Ido mcm by thatthat he pays small wages,on the contrary,Ibelieve that his tradesmen earn very good
wages, fully equal to, if not better, than those
paid inother factories, andIalsoknow that ;
the utmost pood feeling existsbe'ween him j
and hiseraplou*, assome of themhavebeenin his service for yeais,and others who pre-viously had left and gone to Victoria and New
South Wales are back again with him. I
would like to see somemore factories employ-
ingas many hands in full swing amongst us,
and if a little moreprotection and encourage-
ment were given to local industries, they
would soon spring up,and then the depression
which we hearso much of at present would
take unto itself wingsand flee away;let us
hope that tbe day :8:8 not far distant when sach '
will be the case ; in themeantime let us wish
