A FULL Benefit Member, on payment of a weekly contribution
of from 1s to lg 3d (gradmated according to age), is entitled to
Medical Attendance and Mediciue for him-¢lf and family (children
to be under the age of 18 years) immediately on joining, Also 20sper
per week for 26 wecks, 154 per week for the next 13 weeks, and 103
week for a further period of 13 weeks, in case of sicknes, and should
there be a continuance of illness, 5% per woek is allowed during
incapacity as superannuation, provided he has been a member of the
Society for 7 years previous to the commencement, of such incapa-
city.

capacity, under the same proviso as in the case of full benefit
members. On the death of a reduced benefit member his represen-
tative is entitled to the sum of £10.

Members of female branches contribute weekly (graduated
sccording to age) from 7d to 93d, and reccive benefits us tollows :—
Medical Attendance and Medicine hmmediately ou jeining, in case
of sickness 10s per weck for 26 weels, T3 6d for the succeeding 13
weeks, and 58 per week for ancther 13 weeks if till unable to
follow any employment. On the denth of a femole benefit member
her repregentative is entitled (if single) to £20, (if married) on the
death of her husband she is entitled to £10. Should she die before
him her representative is entitled to £20. Provided in all cases the
Rules of the Society and the requiroments of the Friecdly Societies’
Act are adhered to.
