—To cherish a love for Faith and Fatherland; to
extend the hand of fellowship to our co-religionista of every nation-
ality ; to render assistance and visit the sick and distressed ; tohelp
the widows and orphans of deceased members,

A FULL Benefit Member, on payment of a weekly contribution
of from 1s to 1s 3d (graduated according to age), is entitled to
Medical Attendance and Medicine for himself and family (children
t0 be under the age of 18 years) immediately on joining. Also 20sper
per week for 26 weeks, 158 per week for the next 15 weeks, and 10s
week for a further period of 13 weeks, in case of sickne~s, and should
there be a continuance of illness, 58 per week is allowed during
incapacity as superannuation, provided he has been a member of the
Society for 7 years previous to the commencement of such incapa-
city. Cn the death of wife, £10; at his own death relatives
receive £20.

A Reduced Benefit Member, on payment of a weckly contribu-
tion of from 7d to 8d (graduated aceording to age). is cntitled to
Medical Attendance and Medicine for himself {mmediately on join-
ng and a Sick Allowance of 108 per week for 20 weeks, is per week

for the succeeding 13 weeks, when, if he be still unable to follow
any employment, he shall be entitled to 2 6d per week for another
13 weeks, and in case of additional iliness, 28 &d during in-
capacity, under the same proviso as in the case of full benefit
members. On the death of a reduced benefit member his represen-
tative is entitied to the sum of £10.

" Members of female branches contribute weekly (graduated
according to age) from 74 to #3d, and receive benefits as follows :—
Medical Attendance and Medicine immediately on joining, in case
of sickness 108 per week for 26 weeks, 7s 64 for the succeeding 13
weeks, and 5s per week for another 13 weekas if still unable to
follow any employment. On the death of a female benefit member
her represeniative ie entitled (if single) to £20, (if married) on the
death of her husband she is entitled 10 £10. Should she die before
him her representative is entitled to £20. Provided in all cases the
Rules of the Society and the requirements of the Frierdly Societies’
Act are adhered to.
