is within easy reach of Queen street, overlooks the Wai-
temata Harbor, abd commands a magnificent view of
the Waitakerer Ranges., Abutting the Richmond Road,
the College lifts 1ts statelv form on o section of land
14 acres in extent. This will afiord the students con-
venient grounds for games and recreations, and so con-
tribute materially to their development, mental, moral,
and physieal. A plot of five acres 13 now in course of
preparation for a football and cricket ground.

The Collego 18 large and commodious. It is built in
bhrick, on concrete foundations. To secure dryness, all
its ouler walls are comnented; and to guard against
fire, the inner walls are plastered and the ceilings built
in steel. The dormitories are large and lofty, the class
rooums well Lighted and ventilated, and the baths sup-
plied with water hot and cold.

For a Boarding School, Auckland possesses uniquae
advantages. It enjoys an imnmunity from extremes of
heat and cold, possesses a mild and salubrious climate,
and has scenic  surroundings that have made it the
favorite city of New Zealand to reside in.

The great object of the Brothers is to give their pu-
pils a Sound Religious Training, to teach them to be
virtuous, and to accustom them to the regular practice
of their religious duties.
