SPEEE-EEE-EEE-EE-EEDS,” which tell us that

the female character GOESVERYFAST. In the

new Jickstricket Flicks single 'DONE*the lyrics

say ‘DOOO-00000-OOOONE," conveying
the ARTISTIC THEME of being "done.”

HEADY STUFF. But these ideas don’t simply
DROPOUT OF THESKY. Theyare not CASUAL;
ideas CONCOCTED in a SHOUTING DRUG

FRENZY(EXCEPT if they are lyrics for BAILTER

SPACE). Here for the first time, ARCHIVAL

ELVIS presents FAMOUS EARLY DRAFTS of

HIT SINGLE LYRIC SHEETS. Flick through to

findTRACES ofthose HUMALONG HITS. Match
