“Every friend of alcohol is
marching under the flags of syphilis
and gonorrhoea to our racial ruin.”

Yet how carelessly we view this
tragedy! How little we do to arrest it!

Shortly after the clo>e of the World
War No. 1 a liquor trader in New' Zea-
land informed the trade: “We have no
further need to fear our trade being
outvoted. The women have learned to
drink.’

The years since then have proved the
truth of his words. Said an overseas
visitor: “Never in all my travels in
many lands, and over many years, have
I seen so many young women drinking
in hotel lounges as in New Zealand.”

These women who drink and smoke
are the mothers of our succeeding race.
The child is denied its right to be
w'ell born. Before its birth its delicate
bloody vessels have been bathed in
alcohol or nicotine or both in the blood

Syphilis is a still more
terrible enemy of the race, because it
has the power of originating de-
generacy in healthy stocks; hut the
real tragedy is that the poison is so
firmly implanted that not only is it
very injurious to the unborn child, but
it is liable to be transmitted even to
the third generation.
